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TENT PREACHING.

The Conference at Northfield developed the fact that
- tent preaching is now being used with marked succuss
. in reaching the people in our cities and towns who do

. not come into our churches.

Rev. D. A. Reed, pastor of the Hope Congregational
Chureh, Springfield, Mass., has used a tent in connec-
tionzith his regular church services in the summer,
and found that twice as many people would come Sun-
day evening and lisien to the gospel in the tent as
“would enter his church. He has found ‘it an excellent
method of reaching the people. Even church members
who would remain at home when the .church was open
would go to the tent meeting.

Rev. Arthur T. Pierson, of Bethany Church, Phila-
delphia, said his young men bad erected a tent ona

ceeded. in filling it with people who would not as a rule
come to the church. He found it a very successful
agency for that end.

An evangelist who had given his time to the tent
work—Rev. Mr. Pratt—gave many practical illustra-
tions of its success in cities and villages. He spoke
from actual experiment of eight years. He found it
especially efficient in reaching the great middle class in

. our cities who are not able to go to the churches on the
avenues, and yet are unwilling to identity themselves
with the mission class, hence they stand aloof from all
churches. These people had been renched by his tent
services, and great good had resulted, both in conver-
sions and in uniting the peopl9 to the churches.

Mr. Moody endorsed and commended the effort in n
cordial manner, and urged wealthy people who desired

“to do good to fit out and keep a tent with an evangelist
at worlr.

Ungaestionably the time has come when extraordin-
ary- methods mnst be used to get the gospel to the
people. It is evident to any one who observes at sall,

" that the masses of the people are' not found in our

- churches. ‘Take any pleassnt-Sunday night, un_d two or

.three times ns many people will be found upon the

streets or sitting on their door-steps as attend the
churches that are open within ten minutes walk from

+ them.

MR. MOODY'S WORK IN CHINA.

i When Mr. Moody and Mr. Sankey were in England
+ . ‘three years ago they visited Cambridge, and were invited
“* . jw address the students. At first there was a disposition
““on the part of the students to ridioule the evangelists.
Tor three nights 1,500 students drowned his words by
" hoots. The next afternoon was spent in prayer by sev-
.eral Christian women, and that night 52 students, gowned
and recognized by all, went to the inquiry meeting, the
senior wrangler being among thens. A large number
were led to Christ, and ‘seven of the leading young men
decided to devote theirlives to missionary work in China.
The brother of one of the seven young men who are now
laboring in China, Mr. Studd, of London, has been
attending the Conference at Northfield, Mass. In an

address, he said ; “Befors starting his brother and Mr.

X Stanley Swmith, also oxs of the band, visited Scotland,
! and held meetings in Edinburgh with the students at

the universities, and over 2,000 people came to their
meetings, and 600 remained to an after-meeting. Meet-
ings were held in other cities of Scotland with great suc-
cess. Irom there they went to the North of England,
where crowds came to hear them. They also held
meetings ab Cnmbndge and Oxford. At the latter place
the first meeting was almost a failure, ouly four persons
being present; but the second attempt was more sue-
cessful, and the largest house %yas filled, and many
students offered themselves to go anywhere the Lord
celled them. One student, not = Christinn, sent a
check for ten pounds to the Society for the China
Inland Mission. The secretary, suspecting that he was
not o Christian, wrote him, and urged upon him the
cloims of the Gospel.  After reading this letter he gave
himself to Christ.

At Cambridge the mectings were equally remarkable,
and 80 young men offered themselves for Christian
work. Then they went again to Scotland, remaining
two days this time, having been there three days on
the first visit; and, as a result of these meetings, 120
men have gone out from the universities to preach Christ
in vacation time. The farewell meeting for these seven
young men was held in Exeter Hall, London. One half
hiour before the tinte for opening the services the Louse
was crowded to overflowing and another hall filled.
The result of this meeting was that the missionary
society received wore letters than it could open from
persons who had bezome interested in the China Inland
Mission. No woouer usd these young men begun their
voynge than they commenced their wissionary work.
One of their fellow-presengers was a discharged sen
captein, who, when he heard that there were missionaries
on board, was glad, because he thought he would have
an opportunity to ridicnle them. This man was so
profans that the man who rosmed with him was almost
driven mad by his profanity. But the missionaries
talked with him, ~ Argument seemed to fuil, but Mr,
Studd told him he had found great peace in trusting in
Jesus. The captain snid many people had desired to find
peace, but had failed to find it. Mr. Studd recommended
it to him. He went to his cabin, and there decided to
surrender himself to Christ, The testiniony of all the
men on the ship was that this man had been a terribly
wicked person, and the change whs so great that others
were led to the services, and the 18 second-cless passen-
gers were converted.

At Colombo they changed to tmot.her ship, on which
they held meetings, and two stewards were converted.
The brother sent the request back home that this ship
be visited on its return, and the erev: be presented with
the little book of Miss Havergal, ** Royal Command-|
ments,” which was done. _

Landing at Shanghai, they held meetings, and the
whole ship’s crew attended, and many were interested.
One of the papers came out in o bitter article opposing
the missionaries, but in & subsequent meeting Mr.
Studd found out that the editor's wife had been at the
meeting the night before and wes converted, hence the
rage of her husband. This editor was himself converted
afterwards. Mr. Stanley Smith went to Pekin and M.
Btudd went up the Yang-tese, meeting with marked
success. At Pekin, Mr. Smith was introduced to s mis-
sionary physician, who had entre to the palaces of the
leading men, who told him of n man who was suffering
from epileptic fits, and who wns n patient of his, for
whom, he said, nothing could be done by medical skill,
and he thought this was a proper subject for faith-heal-
ing. The missionaries prayed with the sick one and Inid
their hands on him, and he was hen]ed g0 that he came
to their meétings.”

Thus from that center of learning has gone out seven
young men of the first rank in social life in Engiand {o
preach the Gospel to the heathen; and from the time
almost of their giviug themselves to the work God has
set His seal to their ministry. They have caught the
spirit of the evangelists wholed them to Christ, and the
Holy Spirit has witnessed to their work; and so Messrs.
Moody and Sankey are prenching, through these young
men, to China.

THE CONVENTION AT NORTHFIELD.

For a third time, Mr. Moody called & Convention of
Christinn Workers, which met at Northfield, August
5th, and closed August 14th. It was largely attended;
hundreds of men’ and women from all parts of this land,
and some from across the sen, being present. 1In his
own inimitable way Mr. Moody himself presided,—Dr.
A. J. Gordon of Boston, Dr. G. F. Pentecost of Brook-
lyn, Pastor Pierson of Philadelphin, and others, giv ng
him such aid as he required. Dr. Brookes of St. Louis
was expected, but sickness prevented his coming. Dr,
William Erdman, Evangelists Needham, Munhall, and
S. H. Pratt, Rev. W. W. Clark, Rev. Wm. Ashmore of
Ching, and Mr. J. B. K. Studd of London, were among
the persons present who addressed the Convention with
great power and profit. —

There was no programme, except as made from day
to day. Mr. Moeody evidently believes in spontaneity.
The speakers did not ordinarily know that ihiey were to
be called on until a short time before they rose to spealk,
and hence had to be nlwnys rendy. There could be no
elnborute literary preparation; thers was but one TN
rend during the entire ten days; aud the effect was
happy. The speakers simply cast themselves on God,
appenling to the Word, and in n conversalionul, in-
formal way talking to the assembly. The impression
was made that every man was taught of the Spirit what
to suy and when to say it. Not an inharmonions note
was heard diu‘iug the whole time, and sometimes the
interest rose to a height thnt was almost unearthly. It
was & foretaste of heaven, if nol a glimpse of henven ™
itself. The topics upon which we communed were theso:
The Holy Spirit; The Strange Fire; The Study rnd Use
of the Word of God; Progress of Doctrine ii the Old
aud New Testaments; Christ in the Word, in Predic-
tion, Type,«tc.; Christ tho Prophesied One, the Anointed
Measink, the Crucified Saviour, the Risen Redeemer, the
Ascended and Glorified Intercessor, and the Coming
King: Christ, our High Priest; Sonship, in its Three-
fold Aspect; Seven First Fruits; Secrets of Service,
Anointing for Service; the State of the Holy Dead; the
World’s Evangelization; Believers Relation to the Holy
Ghost; Snnctification ; The Two Natures; Sunday
Schools; Prayer Meetings, ete.; The Coming of the
Lord, and the Resurrection. What wonder if our hearts
burned within us, as the Lord talked with us by the
way, and opened to us the Scriptures!

The singing was inspiring and upliiting. There was
an array of consecrated mnsical inlent, rarely seen on
one platform: Ira D. Sunkey was supported by such
royal singers as Towner and McGrauahan and their
wives, and others, not to mention the male choir of Mt.
Hermon boys’ school. —

Mr. Moody was in excellent health, and in his best
mood,  He hns rare skill and tact in conducting such an
assembly—studying variety, brevity, simplicity, keeping
down “cranks,” inspiring good humor, comyalling all to
sing, and preventing undue fatigue, by having two regu-
Inr sessions each day and limiting each to two hours.
There was ample time for strolling, riding, holding little
prayer meetings or “question drawers;” while the ar-

rangoements for lodging and board were admirable.
in the role of hotel-keoper, was u great success.

Comparigons are invidlous; but, witout underrating the
pewer of any other addresses, for ourselves we heard nothing
superior in evangelicul Insight or spiritual power to the
addresses of Dr. Gordon. They were simple, unpretentions,
and unstudied. But they went deep into the mine of Bible
waoalth, and they left an fmmpression not anly of the Inspiration
of the Word, but of its verbal Inspiration—for thoy showed
tho significanco of the very ferms employul and the order in
which they oceur.

Mr. Moody himself opened the Convention on Wednesday
morning, Aug. 5, with this grand motto: Ps. Ixil.,, b—"My
$0UL, WAIT THOU ONLY UrON GOD, FOR MY EXPECTATION
18 ProM Hin.,” He named soven hindrances to a blessiug,
viz., Unbullel Jealousy, Prejudice, Pride, Concelt Indiffer-
onco, Unforgliving Spirit.

Pastor A. T. Plerson, of Bethany Church, gave the open-

, ing addrees, on Ephesians v., 18, “Be filled with the Spirit,"
It pleased God that this should prove the keynote of the

- the Convention, and every other address was in entire har-
mony with it, as was the wholo spirit ot the Conveution,

The morning of the last day was given to a visit to Mt.
Herinon and the B oys' School, across the river. The citizens
of Northfield turned out with thelr teams and transportod the
Convention; and at least five hundred crowded into the hall
of the maln bullding of tho Boys' Schoul, whero addresses
were made by Mr. Kooy, Plerson, Gordon, Wishard, Way-
land, ete., and by Prof. Sawyer the head of the school. Mr.
Moody made a proposition, that n house be put up there and
furnished, and that various brothren from all parts be invited
to spend a month cach thore, addressing the boys one havr

" ench day, and so furnishing « special Faculty without cozi to
the institution, and giving the boys a chance to come into
“contact with a great varicty of teachors, or, as was said, to
“skim the cream trom a good many pans of milk.”
. Any notlee of the Convention is defective that orits the
inspiring ovoning meeting of Aug. 10, when Mr. Studd gave
an account of tho revival in Cambridge University, which
bogan with Moody's visit, and has alrendy sent seven univer-
sity studonis on n forolgn misslon. As Mr. Studd, whose
brothor is ono of the soven, told the thiilling story of the con-
soeratlon of Lthoso giftod stwileats, thelr ovangelistie tour in
Sceotland, tholr rovival work on shipboard, tholr meetings In
Shanghal, 1t sounded like the story of Pentccost.

The last thing done by this grand Convention was to
adopt, by a rising voto, the “Appeal to Disctples, all over the
World,” elsewhere printed in the Fold and Flock. it was
propared by a committes of soven appointed by the Conven-
tion, of which Pastor Plerson was chairman. Tho unanimity
<-&nd enthusiasm with which it was adoptod showed the warm,
quick pulso of the assembly toward missions. Let us hopo
and believe that the Lord will own this measure, and that the
finul outcomo of this groat gatherlng will be a new spivit of
prayer and a now impulse to the work of God thronghout tho
worll. Of one thing we nre doeply parsuaded: God 1s calling
on disciples by His Word, His Providence, and His $pirit,
with such emphasis as never before, to devote body, soul and
apirit to the service of His Kingdom. Who will heed His
call?

THE NORTEFIELD CONVENTION.

From the fifth to the fifteenth of August there was nssem-
bled -at Northfleid, Mass., one of the most important con-
torences of the year, not for the discussion of doctrine nor the
prolity of any Church, but for the study of God's Word and
conseoration to His work. From first to last the meetings
wers pzar\'ndod by & spirit of unity and devotion, and on all
hands was manifest three things: lst, a roverence for the
Word of God; 2d, a desire to know its truth; and 3d, a willing-
ness to oboy its commands and do the work It enjolns in ser-
vice. The Conventlon opencd with an address by Rev. Arthur
T. Piorson, D. D., of Philadelphin, on ¢ Being Filled with the
.Spirit,” which gave the key-noto to the whole Convoention,
calling forth in evory vne seomingly a desirp to recelvo the
Spirit. To the Inquiry, how to be fillod with the Spirit, Dr,
Plorson said: The 29th chapter of Exodus tells us, ** If we,
by putting ourselves aloof from our sing and unclean things,
hallow ourselves to tho utmost, the Holy Spivit will enter us
fully and Himself sanctify us.,” Of the offects of the Holy
Spirit's entrance into tho soyl he suid: ** The eyes scom the
truth and power, the mind s aroused to grand efforts of
thought, the faculty of specch to most gracious and eloquent
utterances, while the wholo person is strenglhenced and the
dispoaition attuned to the Spirit of Christ.

In the afterncon of the ith Dr. Pontleost, of Brooklyn,
apoke on ‘' Tho Sin and Dangor of Offering Strange Fire in
our Serviee of the Lord.” Tho following Is but & sketch of
his addroes:

HATAN.

Satun, he said, has beon busy, not only filling the world

+ with sin, but defiling whatever is good. Ho counterfeits the
tiost things God has done for men. Tho Lord himself finds
him in his own whoat-field oversowing the wheat with taves.
Weo are not ignorant of his doviees, and it will be well for us
to look closely into the most holy things, and see whethor
they are really of God or of some othor spirit. In Leviticus
x. wo read how Nadab and Abihu uoffered strango firo beforo
the Lord, and were smitten with fire that they died. They
were the sons of Auron.  ‘This was the first beginning of the

LMuw.lt, dispensation.

The whole circumstance was startling,
and it' ought to startle us. Notlco that fire is spoken of
throughout the Bible as & symbol of the presence ot God and
His envrgy. Thus it appeared In the fluning sword at tho
Garden of Eden, In the burning bush, [n the pillar of cloud
and fire, in the great Shekinah of the Temple, and in the altar
sacriflees.  With fire Blijuh fought out his great battle with
the pricsts of Baal. In the New Testamont the giit of the
Holy Ghost was made manifest to the peopio in tongues of
fire. The servicn of the Israclites. were vory similar to that
of surrounding nations, but wherens the latter kindled the
fires upon their altars, God distinguished His service by sond-
ing down fire from hoavon, That is tho differenco between
true religion and its counterfeit, Natural religion deponds
on the energy (r(',tho Hesh.  Supernatural religion depends on
the enorgy of the Splrlt of God, which comes down from
above. Tt is quite possiblo to bo porfeetly rvight in tho forms
of our servico and yet dostituto of divine power. To ses how
essentinl is this fire from above, look out two or three pass-
ages.  In Genesis iv., 4, God bad respect to Abel's offering,
and henee He must have burnt it with fire. In Judgos vi.,

21, when Gideon had “lald the flush and the eakes upon the
rock, the angel touched t! am, and thoy were consumed with
fire. No doubt the messunger had looked liko an ordinary
man, butnbwaideon perceived that he was the ango) of the
Lord. Oa-Mount Carmel the priests of Bual might have

kindied a tiro, but it wouldn't have been heavenly flro. It was
tho flre from heaven which vindicated Elijah and attested tho
true God. In:.! Chron. xx., 26, David made an offerlng, and
ealled upes Lord, and He answered him from henven by
fite.  In 2 Chorem viiy, 1, when Solomon had mado an end of

N v-‘\'ing the fve came down from heaven, und the glory of

the ord filied che house.  Fice, then, we sce, is n symbol of
the Holy Ghost. In the Now Testament thls Is still more
clenr. The Divine energy, as finally manifested to the Chureh,
was In the formn of tongues of fire. But beware of strange
fire! iIn Leviticus xvi., 12, Aaron was bidden to take a veaszes
of live voals from off the altsr of the Lord and use it to offer
up inconse. He must not kindle the censer with any other
firo but that which had come down from heaven. 1t was the
neglect and contempt of this commandmeont which constituted
the sin of Nadab and Ablhu. They dared to worship God
with strange flre. Suppose the apostles, who luwd been told
to tarry at Jerusalem till fire was sent down from hoaven, had
dared to disobey. Suppose Peter had suid to John, * John,
four or flve days havo passed, and low do we know the Spirit
is coming. Perhaps it has come. We know the Gospel; wo
are witnesses of the cruclfixion and resurrcetion, why not go
and’ proach?”  What would have happened? The wnessngo
would have been an utter failure. Wo have the Gospel, we
have right forms, but oh! let us heware of preaching in tho
energy of the flesh. Wo must have the Holy Ghost power.
Nadeb and Abihu were slain at the very beginning of the
Mosaie dispensation. Ananlss and Sapphirn were struck
dead at the very beginning of the history of the Church. The
speaker sald he sometimos trembled lest s stronge fire hiad
cropt unuwares into his own service. Wo need to watch.

Tho next topie was: ‘“The Bible: How to Study it and How
to Use it.”

D. L. Moony said: 1t Is & great thing Lo ucquire an appo-
tite for the Word of God. If wo can get a love tor the Word,
we will got something that will last. I would like to find the
first Christian feeding upon the Word of God without growing.
A great many Christiuns wonder why thoy don't grow. It's
because thoy are ‘not feading., A good many souls are all
dried up, all withered up, becuuso they haven't boen fed.
1 think David kad thig iden when lie wrote the 119th Psalm.
Thero muot be somothing in tho fact that the longest chapter
In the Bible is about the Bibla itself. I want to call your
attention {o nine passages in the 119th Psulm: 23th verse—
“Quicken me according to Thy Word." 37th verse--“Quicken
Thou me In Thv way.” {0th verse—"Quicken me in Thy
rightocusness.”™ What docs this Natlon aced to-day more
than to be quickened In rightecusness? It is not mere gush
and sentiment this Nation waats, so much as it is o revival of
downrlght honesty. 50th verse—“This Is my comfort in my
afliction; for Thy Word hath quickenedsme.” 88th verse—
“Quicken me with Thy loving kindness." 93d verse—"[ will
nmm forget Thy precepts, for w ith them Thou hest quickened
me.” 107th verso—I am afllicted very much: quicken me, O
Lord, uccording to Thy Word.” 154th verse—"Plend my
cause and deliver me: quicken mo according to ‘Thy Word."
136th verse~—"Great are Thy tender morcles, O Lord; quicken
me according to Thy judgments.” That is the way, it goes—
quicken e aceording to Thy.Word, according to Thy precepts,
according to Thy Way. That's what we #ll want to pray this
morning.

When { pray, | am talking to God; when I am rending the
word, It is God speaking to me. David sald the Word of Gad
was like fire in his bones, I don't believe a man or woman is
fit for God's service till they cateh fire in this way.

THE NEW TESWAMENT AND THE OLD.

Now, It Is getting to he vory common—very fushionable in
certuin quarters, even among professed Christinns—to hear
mon suy, “I Lelove in tho New ‘Testament, but 1 don't boliova
in the O™ Wo hear that ou the vight-haud and on the loft,
I proy to God that we muy be deliverod from this iden. Itls
doing n thousand times more harm than all the lectures of
infidels to hear Christians say, “This and this fsn't inspired.”
One minister snid he had cut evorything down o four Gospels.
‘They ocontained averything, and he didn’t seo why ho shouldn't

do as St. Paul did, mud go to the fountnin hend. It wasn't

long before that mun fell into sin. Unsound in dcetrine,
ynsound In practice.  Wo want to believe the whola Bibla,
Weo want to take the whole of it, from Genesis to Rovelntion.
It is most absurd to hear & man talk about belioving the New
Tostament, and not belioving the Old. T the four Gospols
Christ quotes from twenty-two of the books of tho Ol
Testamont, I suppose wo got only o fragment of what Christ
sald. I believe that tor years after tho death of Christ tho alr
was full of the words which fell from His lips.  And so I havo
no doubt thut in His quotations from the Old Testament He
quoted from every book. In His words as recorded in
Matthew we find 19 quolations, in Mark 15, in Luke 25, and
in John 11 differont passages—not only just Isolated vorses,
but groat blocks gi;ken out of the Old Testament and transfor-
red into the New.  So you see how absurd it is for men to suy
they believe in the New and don't believe in the Old.  Why,
tho New Testnment is made up laurgely from passages from
the Old. Over mnd over again you will hear Christ say,
“This is done that the Seriptures might bo fulfilled.” In
Hobrews thero ave 85 Old Testament quotations.  In Révela-
tion there are 245~—more than In any othar book. “Heuven
and carth shall pass away,” sald Christ “but My word shall
not pass away.” How absurd for any one to think the Word
of God is going to puss nwny! Thore nover was a thne in the
higtory of the world when so many Bibles werae bolng printed
as thero are to-dny.  When Christ was speaking those words
I can just imagine 1 hear some infidel saying: * ‘Heavou and
carth shall puss away, but My word shall not pags away!”
Hour that Jewish peasant talk! I nover heard sueh conceit
In my life from any one.” There was no shorthand reportor
teking down His words, and they scemed to haivo been lost.
But nearly nineteen hundred yoars pass away, and His words
are going to the very corners of the earth, in 250 differont
languages. Thero nre about 1,400,000,000 people in the world,
and over 200,000,000 coples of the Bible have heen printed by
the American Biblo Society and the British and Foreign Bible
Sociaty. Then there are societivs in Gormany, France and
other countries, exclusive of individunls, that avs printing and
circulaiing the Seriptures. I fact, thore have been more
Bibles printed in the last seventy years than there wore the
previous 1800 years. I consider that o greater mirnela than
any other which Chiist wrought when He wus here on earth.
Em glued T live In the present day, and ean goo it.
THE BEST WAV T0 JONVERT INFIDELS,

Tho best way to eonvert un infldel is to tuke him to the
prapheetes fultilled. Look at the prophecies conserning Chrlst,
“ His name shall be called wonderful. " Wasn't overything
about Him wonderful ?—horn of u virgin, carried nto Egypt,
agtounding the doctors when twelve years old in tho Temple,
Evorything about his three years’ ministry was wonderful—
tho miracles He performed.  His erucifixon with tho sun dark-
encd and the vail of the Templo rent, His resurrection.  Isn't
His name wonderful to-day. Nincteer hundred years havo
passed, and what erowds will flock to hear about Christ! No
other name could have brought you into this little. town,
Nothing else brought you from all over the country but to b
with Jesus.  Yes; His nmne is culled wonderful.

And so, my friends, what we want is just to take up the
Word of God and let it speak for itself. [ have been woneder-
fully blessed to-day in rewdbing about Babylon falllne.  Take
the prophecies In regard to Nineveh, and see how many of
them have been fulliled.  When I was in the British Museum,
a lndy ealled my attention to certain rolies trom Nineveh. In
Nahum iil., 6, the Lord suys coneerning Ninoveh; 1 will east
abominable filth upon thee, and makh thee vilo, and will sot
thee us a gazing-stock. " Isn't thal exuetly what it is with
hundreds of thousands of people looking at these things in the
British Musoum teken up out of Nineveh. * They that look
shall flee from thee, and say, Nineveh is bl wasto.”  Isn't it
what the travellers are saving to-day?  And then look at
Tyre. In Ezekiel xxvi., 5, the Lord says: “ It shall bo a place
for the spreading of nets in the middle of the aea.”  Mr,
Corhin, correspondent of the Hoston Journal, visited Unles-
tine in 1868, nnd he told me that one night, pitehing his tent
on the sito of ‘I'yro, what should he see but & number of mon
ona barve rock spreading their fishing-nets.  Taking out his
Bible he rond this propheey, and noticed how lterally {t was

fultilled.

PARDON AND JUSTIFICATION.
Take up * Justification ” and “ Pardon. ™ Lots of people

.- don't know there is any difference betwoen the two things.
"But there is a great deal of differenco.

Suppose I commlit
gome crime, and I am convieted, and then the Governor par-
dons me. I como back to ilis town s pardoned man. But
supposo the judge snys there is nothing against me; I come
back In a different position. Therols a good deal of difference
between-justification and pardon.  What you want Is to rewl
up theso subjects. "It is o great thing to bo a justifled man—
God justified. And I think that brings light upon that 8th
chapter'of Romans. Who shall condemn one of God's elect?
God justificd me, and is He golng to let any one turn round
and bring something against mo ? That would be a queer God,
wouldn't it 7—a queer judgo. These great doctrines ought to
be studied. Take “Sanctiflcation.” I hear a great many
people talking about sanctification; but I think we ought to go
moro to the Bible to see what it says, and let the Word of God
speak for iteelf. When I'was converted I thought I was going
to have no more trouble with the old nature. But I soon found
I had just as bad a tempor as

- 11 1 hadn't been converted, and T would say, ** Why, that is tho
. old tompor coming back.” By-und-bLy Tlearned that when a

man I8 converted he has got two natures, the carnal nature
and the spiritual nature, He has got & higher naturo and o

lower nature.  Heo has got the old man yot. Do you think he
Is dead ? Judicinlly ho is, but in reality he nin’t.  If he was,
you wouldn't have to watch him, woulid you? If aman is dead
he ain’t going to run away,is ho?  We have Lo keep watching
the old man, and putting him {n subjection all the time, I
don't know any doetrine that needs more to he preached In our
churches than this, that there is dunger of tha old man coming
back. [ haven't got tin: to speak of the doctrine of the Res-
urteotion. I've got more comfort out of that doctrine than
any other in the wholo Bible. T look forward to the time when
I am going to have a resurrocted body. My Saviour is going
to give me a hody like His glorious body, that cannot faint
and cannot die. It is going to be just like His. I don't know
anything that wlll take a nin out of tho world much quicker
than this idea. . You must ) ok In the New York papers to see
how bonds and stocks are. It takes a man right out of tho
current of tho world. Tho theve Is the controversy nbout the
Millennlum. Some say Chrlst is.coming at the beginning of
of tho thousand years, and others that Ho Is coming at the end
them, Let the Bible speak ovitself. Don’t lsten to what this
mai and that man says about it, but study the Bible. And as
Bishop Stevens of Pennsylvania vsed to say, ** Don't study it
with your little red light o Methodigm, or your little blue
Jight of Presbyterianism, or the light of tho Episcopal Church,
but just tho light of -Calvary.” Come without prejudice and
say, ** Whatever: this hook renches T mmust recelve.” Don't
say, * Wall I_ﬂ.dn’ti believe Jfe is coming anyway for a thou-
sund years.™ 2 Tako flp the doctrine of ** Assurance.”
T ASSURANCE.

A good many people honestly beliove that it Is presump-
tion Lo say thoy are saved—that they have passed from death
unto life—that they are going to have a place at God's vight
hand. But this book teaches very clearly that we can know
we are saved. If we want light we can get it. We can know
wo havo passed from death unto life If we are in earnest about
ft. There arc 21 chapters In the Gospel of John, and they all
spenk of belloving. *“Believe” is the key of that Gospel. It
just runs right straight on in tho whole book. But turn over
into John's first Epistle, and you will find that the key to that
Epistle is “ Know.” TForty-two times that word oceurs in
these few chaptors. “These things are written that ye might
know.” T don’t believe it is tho mind of God we should go
through the world in darkness, not knowing whether we have
boen saved or not. 1 think thé best book on Assurance is the
first Epistle of John. If you are in doubt about your own
salvation, read it, and you will know, I think Christ taught
this doctrine very clearly when the disciples eame back to
Him after He had sent them out by twos. They woro greatly
rejoiced beeause they had had such wonderful power, but He
scemed to check them, and said: “X will give yon something
to rejwice for. Rojoice that your names are written in
Heaven.” He wanted them to know it. Do you think Paul,
amid all his difficulties and persecutions, would have gone
right on if he hadn’t known his name was wrilten In Heavon?
Do you think those martyrs would have gone to the stake if
they had had any doubt about their salvation? It js the priv-
iloge of overy chitd of God ‘to walk in the light—to say,
“Abba, Father! Heaven is my home., God is my Father,
Jesus Christ Is my Saviour,” I have just tonched some of
these great doctrines. .

BELIEVE THE BOOX.

In closing, let us tuke the Book, aud let us believe it from
boginning to end—overy word true—and the words we can't
understand, let us betieve them. You that are working in the
vinayard, feed on the Word of God. I bellave the reason the
people won't come more than they do into our churches is
beeause wa don't feed them enough bn the Word of God.
They have besn fed on sawdust long enough. For men who
have nothing but essays it is hard to get pulpits, and it will by
harder. The reason thero aro so many pulpits vacant Is that
there isn't men enough willing to give the Word of God. Go
into ono of our city parks in winter to feed the birds.and throw
down a handful of sawdust. You may deceive them once,
but you won't a second time. But throw down crumbs, and
they'll sweep them up. So in tho churches, give people thg
Word of God and they will knew the difference, A man ouce
made an artificial bee, and thought no one could tell the dif-
ference between thut and a real beo.  But anothor man said
he could sihow the differonce. He put the two bees down on
the table, and then put a drop of honey before them. The
real bee went for the honey. There are a great many arti-
ficial Christinne, and they don't want the Word of God.
They'll go somewhere else. Well, let thom go. For overy
ono that goes five will take his place. What wo want is to
give people the Vord of God in season and out of scason. 1
think we have got to bave more expounding. A great many
churches have mere oxhortations all the time, and it gots very
tiresome. There's got to be expounding ns well as exhorta-
tion. I have got an iden that the Sunday morning services
ought to bo given to expounding and the afternvon or Sunday
night given to exhortation or preaching. I beliove that is the
reason the Scoteh people have got the advaniage of us Ameri-
cans,

‘“ How to Study the Bible™ wuas the theme discussed by
Rev. W. W. Clark. Wo must study the Bible, belleving that
God will guide us,\belicving that the Holy Ghost Is out
teacher. Ho who wrots the Word 15 most compotent to teach
it. The mere acquisition of seriptural knowledge does not
donoto growth in the wisdom of God. We may lenrn geog-
raphy and chronology of the Bible, und may have its histori-
cal purts on our tongues’ end, and yet be wholly ignorant of
its underlying deriptural principles.” We can teach much that

S

is on the surface, but only the Holy Ghost can téach the deep
hidden things of God. We must study to find Chrlst in all,
the Scriptures. Each book in the Bible has Christ tor it centor
and object. Christ rebuked the dlsciples for failure to sce
this polnt.  All the prophets, either in type or prediction,
“teostified beforeband of his sufferings and the glory that
would follow.” The gospels record His life, death, resurrec-
tion and ascension; the Acts the ostablishment of tho Church;
the epistles the development of 1iis doetrines; and the Apoua-
lypso the revelation”of His coming glory. The work of the
Seriptures is to testify of Christ. The whole Bible might be
written In two words: Christ for the Old Testament; Jesus
for the New. We must study helieving that all Seripture Is
fully and equally inspired. Tho «question as to the whole or
partinl revelation of the Bible makes it our duty to look into
the matter deeply. We believe in tho full verbal inspiration
of the Scriptures as thoy originally came from the hands of
the writers. ** God broathed” (2 Timothy iii., 16, 7). Canon
Ryle forcibly says: ** Give me the plenary vorbal theory with
all its diffienlties rather than the doubt I necept the diflicul-
tios, und humbly wait for their solution; but while T wait I
am standing on a roek.” A sliding theology Is becoming weak
in somo quarters.  If a man Lecomes weak on Inspiration he

is sure to slide further from the truth. We must study, beliov-"

ing that all Seripture was written for us, designed for our
personal benefit and growth in grace. We must study to
learn the scope of truth, its range and design. For instance,
Genesis is a book of beginnings, Bxodus of redemption,
Leviticus of sacrifice, Numbers of work in the wilderness,
Deuteronomy conduct for Canaan, Joshua warfare. Miles
Coverdale says in his preface to his Bible in 1535: ** It will
greatly help you to understand Seriplure if you mark not only
what is written, but of whom and to whom; with what words,
at what time, where to, what intent, with what circumstances,
considering that which goes before and ‘which [follows.”
Lastly, rightly divide the Word of Truth. We must see the
differenee between the dispensation of law and the dispensa-
tion of grace, between the earthly blessings in the Old Testa-
ment and the spiritunl blessings of the New. All Scripture is
written to or for the Jew, to or for the Gentile, to or for the
Church.

Rev. ArTur T. P1ERSON continued the digcussion us fol-
lows: First he touched again on Psalm cxix. It has as many
divisions as tho Hebrew alpbabet—a sort of sacred acrostie,
ovidently meant to express the Word of God. Tt uses scores
of synonyms for the expression “ word.” Toget at & hook of
tho Bible get at its specific aim.  That is the best commentary;
other is ncedless. The key to Hebrews is *‘ better”; seo
chapter xi., 40. The key to Ecclesiastos is that man Is too
big for this world; regarded from this point. of view alone,
his life is a failure.  There must be the immortal, the spiritual
half-hinge or hemisphere to join with the half-hingo or hemis-
phere wo have here. That rounds out the whole. Tho un-
fulding of doctrine in tho Old Testument is o topic which needs
such treatment as Bernard has given the subject relatod to-
the New Testament. The references to salvation there arve
not accldental.  They are even further explained by wrath
and escape, the shedding of bloud in sacrifice, the substitution
of animol for human life, faith on the serpent, safety in the
citles of refuge, and triumph., Just ns Demosthenes com-
pared a perfect clrele, embracing a1l and returning whence it
started, do we the Bible, & golden perimeter, with the tree of
life at the opening and close, God and man in communing in
Genesis and Revelation, Paradise in one and in the other
alike.

Rev. A, . Gonpbon spoke on the ** Rigson and Gloritied
Christ.” The life of Christ does not end with the ascension.
The Acts toil us what He did for the apostles, and the epistles
what He did through the apostles after He ascended, the
Apocalypse, the revelation in regard to the second coming and
resurrection. Take * He sat on thoe right hand of God *; we
find its exposition in Hebrews amil the Apocalypse. In these
wa learn that Jesus sat down becenuse he had completed his
wark. Wheu the passover beeame the Lord's Supper, too,
the disciples sat down instead of standing. Before the work
of atonement was going on; now it was finished. Now that
he has sat. down, He Is nccessible, having accomplished the
redemption. Christ seated on God's right hand Is expeciant,
waiting the hour when the promise of the Father shall be ful-
filied and Ho shall go to earth again. Wao are to occupy the
sameo attitude, ready for the advent of the Lord. Christ's
conversation with the devil and Peter show that he was ready
to wait until his kingdom e¢ame. Do not got Satan behind
you; got him in front of you, but behind Christ. Haois at.
rest, but we are to labor In good works to enter futo that rest.
Gord works are & ground of roward rather than a ground ot
salvation.  Christ nover ealied God by that name excepl when
He addressed Him on the cross. The son was a culprit on
earth for us. The Eternal Judge had treated Him as such.
When the atonement was finished His Father took Him on
His throne. By and by the Son wil sit on His own throue.
‘It wo suffer with Him we shall relgn with Him."” Lot us
make ourselves worthy of coufession by Him. ‘Twenty times
in the Seriplures Ho is spoken of sitting.  Only onco does He
stand, when Stephen was stoned; IToe couldn't Lear to sit.

Dr. Crnark talked flve minutes, briefly dwelling on thoe fact
that the Bible sets forth but two things—tho eross and the
throne. If we show that we are equal to the first we shall
gometimo be with Him.

*That reminds mo of a story,” eried Mr. Moody, jumping
up: ** A good old bishop oneo listened to u nurrativo discourse
from a young man, telling how ho had heen in Palestine and
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stopped at Bethlohem, Bothany, Jerusnlem, and over so many

places whers Christ had. Thero was a sHence of inoment,

when the bishop rose and said: *I'd rather bo five minutes

with Christ than a year in places whore he once was.’ *

resurrection sfde, and thus get into the glory. We are glad,

Rev. W. W. CLARE spoke on the “Dovelopment of Truth in
the Soriptures, * fromd Titus H., 11-13. The New Testament is
charsctorized as a book of doctrina, In the Acts we learn of
salvatlon, In the Eplstlos how to llve, and in Revelations we
are showa the glories to come, and the grace of God does It
all. The great scheme unrolis beforo us, showing the New
Testament divided Into four parts, the four Gospels containing
the bullding of the temple or the lifo and work of Christ

" accomplished before us; sccond, the doors thrown open and
the world Invited in; third, revoaling the life of the temple;
and fourth, the revelation of its final and glorlous consumma-
tion. The four Gospels show us tho ‘“royal law-giver,” the
“mighty worker,” the “frlend of man,” the *“‘son of God,” tour
acpects but one portrait. The themes are Mossiahship,
sorvice, humanity, divinity. Matthew concludes with Jesus
rison; Mark, Jesus risen and asconded; Luke adds to this the
promise of the Holy Ghost; and Joun shows lgm risen,
ascended and breathing the Holy Ghost. In the Acts we read
the labors of an evangulist; in the Eplstles the instructions ot
n teacher. The Acts leavo us with the Holy Ghost come down
to dwell in bellovers. The Epistles aro the permanent record

of the apostics’ work In bullding up the church. The Epistles
to the Romans, Corinthians and Galatlans nre corroctive,
deolsivo In character; Thessalonians are occupied with the
glorlous appearing of our Lord, The pastoral Epistles add
their suggostive words. ‘The apocalypse [fuliills the last
promige of the text. Christ crucifiod, Christ risen, and Christ
coming, (s the throo-fold doctrine that we preach, So lot us
study the Bible, thinking not of the gospel according to St.

Matthew, but the book of the gunosls of Christ, the son of

Abraham; Mark as the heginuing of the gospel of the son of

God, nct the Acte of the Apostles, but the ncts of the Holy

Ghost; not tho opistles of St. Paul, but the writings of the

Holy 8pleit; not the revelation of St. John, but the reve-

lation of Christ. .

Rev. A, J. Goroox spoke on the “Develop ment of Truth

as to Salvation.” i the Old 'Testnment repentanee came
hefore salvation; In the New salvation precedes repentance,
In the first case men were caved by mercy alone; in the
second through justice. T'here is a difference in this elnim
of justice, illustrated hy the dogged persistence of the Bos-
tén free-thinker who lied vecently, a thoroughly moral
man, who based his claim to heaven on the acknowledged
Justice of God, and the oid Scotch woman who used the
same expression, explaining that God co uldn't help saving
hor; Chrlat had wroudy done ft. ‘The men who will not he
snved to-day are kept hack by thelr own stubbornness, like
the man who lost his pardon by threatening, If he were free
to kil first a false witness and then the sentencing Jjudge’
When the nail was driven through Christ’s hand on the
cross all our Iniquities were blotted out; all we have to do
is to accept the salvation that is oflered. The contrary ldea
that we have to g0 through such a long vourse of repen-
tance keeps back too mauy. In the Old Testument we
Teach sulvation at the end; in the New we huve it at the
beginuing, We see more than the fathers did, They saw
the star of Bethlehem, but not the bright star of the morn-
ing which was just behind it, Wé are batter astronomers
than they, Dr. PizasoN sald the unity of the Bible was that,
of an organic body ; the smallest part contd not he destroyed
without destroying the symmetry of the whole. "The Bibje
is one grand orchestra) chorus, in which the musical par-
ticipants join In a succession of parts, closing in one great
burst of melody from heaven and ecarth combined in the
Apocalypse.

Theme, “The
Grace of God,” God in his grace gives salvation to all men,
1 3ik: to preach thé gospel; it's so free, Many men are
kept out of galvation by trying to veach it by works, Christ
said it was the work of God to believe on him. Don’t insult
the Master by offering him the fruits of our frail bodies as
un atonement for sin, There are “self-made” men here who
talk a good deal. There’ll be none of that sort of boasting
In heaven. The southern spy, pardoned by Lincoln after

. heaping the vilest curses on that president’s head, broke
into bitter tears and thenceforward beeame his netive de-
fender, ‘I'his n faint ploture of God's grace, 1t comes to
him that worketh not. “I'se man who talks and talks on
religion is very often a good way off from God., "Fhe Lord

stops & man’s mouth from foolishuess, Is life, life, eternal
life in your grasp, and you won't nceept it, when all the
sherifts in the county couldn’t keep back the crowd if I
offered this audience 810,000. When a man geis this life he
works from the cross. He is saved. People talk about
working out their own salvation, Ilow ean you work out
your ualyitlon until you have itz 21, God gives us grace
anogh to lve out our walvation, and that we must do.

IHis sorest temptation was the
thought why should 1 lie here when evil-doers ride by ‘in
tiue carringes or walk actively about, But iis grace was
more than sutticient for that mun, A good muny people want
grace to die by, What you need is grace to live by. If you
have that yow'll be ail vight when you die. In the 3d
place, we must use grace to work out our sulvation, I1f I
haven't grace enough In my heart to make me kind, true,
honest and upright I dow't want it. The church of God
needs to seek n higher salvation, We want to make our
influence felt in our daily life. Then we shall meet the
world better,  What we want {u the chureh is “ peculiar”
people.

THE BAPTISM OF THE HOLY GHOST.

Taking as his text John xiv: 17, Dr. Gordon said: Be-
fore 4he day of Pentecost God dwelt with his people; after-
ard he dwelt with them in the Holy Spirit. A cloud of
glory in ancient times had hung over the mercy geat; then

. “the Psalmist could say, “I'he Lord of hosts is with us, the

God of Jacob is our refuge.” One day the eloud moved
away from the temple and n'lcrc;.‘-sent,hovcrlng three years
over the Mount of Olives, then faded out. “The cloud came
back with Christ and dwelt in him as temple. When Jesus
rose the glory of God went a second time, but came again
to the temple constituted in the hearts of those who believe—
the regenerate. It “sat upon each of them.” It was the
Holy Ghost that punished Ananias and Sapphira; thht was
present at the church council. The church of Christ is
his body in which the Spirit is inearnate; This wonderful
truth vuns all through the New Testament. What is true
of Ch.":t the head, is of us the body, particularly as to the
four ve  't8 of Clirist's baptism in the Ifoly Spirit—that he
was 1. ¢ with it, Jed by it, had its power and was anointed
with it. The God-intoxieated chureh, the spivit-filed man
is what we want, “Iloly Spirit, faithful guide, ever at the
Christian’s side,” T eriticise.  The Spirit is not at our side;
it's in our hearts, As many as are sons of God are.led by
the Spirit. Thomas Guthrie once obeyed a double impulse
he had to go and'see a crippled widow, Ie went on the run
and found her in the center of a cirele of flames, TFive min-
utes delay would have been fatal. Dou’t you think he was
led as much as Stephen was to speak to Philip? Sometimes
1 feel so prompted by the Spirit to talk in a certain way that
I overlook altogether my prepared sermon. “IHave you
made any programine for the IToly Spirit?” said a shrewd
man looking at a long scheme of church service, with a
choral hiere, litany there, aud sermon later, The power of
the Spirit is like the vaporous form of wuater, the least per-
ceptible, the most powertul of all the great physical work-
ers of the nineteenth century. "’l‘nnfy ye, and ye shall
‘be endued with power from on high" There were
two parts of the anointlng service, the sprinkling with
blood and anointing with oil. The one symbol of cleansing,
the other that of sanctifying. When I was here at the first
Couvention, it was when we drew apart for earnest prayer,
1 hope all through the buildings there will be little groups
joining In prayer, At the other Convention the Spirit camne
upon me snd my church together,  We had a grand revival,
God duest’t make any half providences any more than we
half a puir of ghears, Our churches have too’ mauy who
devote themselves alone to church musie, library or social
lite. Let us have more to do with the Spirit. It is my
prayer that the IToly Gbhost shall descend upon this Conven-
tion in great abundance.
SECOND COMING.

Mr, Moopy opened the tenth regular session, saying that
what was called the preswillenarian belief in regard to
Christ's second coming would be developed. ITe heped all
would listen in a kindly spirit. If the post-millenarians,
who do not look for the Lord until the end of the thousand
years, had anything to say, they should have a chance.  1le

. hasheld the belief since 1867,

Rev. W, W, CrLank explained the doctrine by means of
the colored charts, one showing the different dispensations
of tke world with veference to the second coming, and the

other Bible history with reference to that event. e said
that Christ's hwmiliation and exaltation had been dwelt
on and emphasized. Now we look to his coming again,
‘The belief in the premillenial coming of Christ is the cor-
ner-stone of all prophetic interpretation, The dispensa-
tlons us displayed by straight and curved lines on this chart
are: ‘Phat of consclence going from Adam to Abraham;
that of promise from Abraham to Moses; that of law from
Moses to Christs that of the church from the day of Pente-
vost to the second coming; that of the tribulation from
Christ's coming for his saints to his appearing with them;
that of the millenium, covering the thousand years when
Christ shell reign on earth, at the end of which the wicked
dead shali be raised and judged hefore the great white
throne. Jesus told his diciples to look for his coming.
‘The translation of ¥noch and Elijah was probably given to
let us have an idea of how the translation of the righteous
will oceur, 'The four judgments are that ai the cross;
that of the righteous before the tribunal of Christ; that of
living nations at the beginning of the millenium, and that
of the great white throne. The chart showing the history
of the Bible working out the relation of Jew, Gentile nnd
church to the first chart wag also given. Mr. Clark sald
that this one truth of the second coming was the one which
led him into the ministry,

Dr. Piersox said: I opposed most strongly this doctrine
for twenty years, but I have come to believe I was com-
pletely in error, 1 don’t hold to any “ism,” however, 1
simply helieve Christ is coming a second thne.  Acts 1v:
14-18, is a perfect statement of the order of events. The
“taking out of the Gentiles a people” is the selection of the
churchy then came the promise of the return, the restora-
iion of Israel and the residue of men. ‘I'hese words, notice,
were uttered at the fiest church council in the Acts, My
belief in this doetrine has so strengthened my ardor in tor-
cigu missions that I am sometimes thought funatieal on that
topic. The strength of our belief in this is found in the
conception of the work to he done in this dispensation,
T world must be Christianized. We don’t want what is
going on now. ‘The world is getting a little churchly ; but
the church {s gettiug very worldly, It fsn't that the world
is to be incorporated in Christ, and so get all men unto him;
men are to withdraw from the world to reach Christ.
Christ by his salvation takes out a people unto himself from
the world. The greatest inspiration to all gospel work lies
in this idea of a second coming.

Rev, G, C. Nurpian said that there never was a time
when he didi't believe in this doctrine. When any bellever
reads the seriptures for himself he is naturally led to this
conclusion.  The outpouring of the loly Spirit on the day
of Pentecost has been repeated agaln and ugain. People
are too apt to confound.death with the coming of our Lord.
The Lord said to Peter, “If I will that he (John) tarry until
I come, what is that to thee?” inferentially giving the idea
of death and life at the sane time.  'The second coming of
Chirist with the believers is a firm, distinct hope for the glo-
rious hope—a sanctitied hope that purities the helievers by
only virtue of itself, 1f we really look for Christ's coming
and expect him 2t any moment, we shouldn't be at theaters
and card parties, When Christ comes the curse will be
lifted from nature and we shall live on 2 heavenly earth.

The subject of Sanctiflcation was introduced by Dr. L.
W. MuNuarn,  Satan has birnught some gospel truths into
disfuvor mmong Christian people.  Because people ultra in
their views, like the Adventists and faith-healers, have gone
to an extreme point in their action, the Lelievers have been
apt to swing te the other extrewe, We should seek to
know what the truth is and settle the matter for ourselves,
Sanctification is enjoined by the seripture, in Leviticus iv;
9; Thessalonians iv: §: I Peter i: 13-17, and many other
places, Sanctification, separation, dedication and consecra-
tion are used as synonymous.  The primary seuse refers to
the giving up of one's self lb God. ‘T'he secondary sense
refers to deliverance from sin,  Justification is the deilver-
ance from the guilt of sin; sacatification from its pollution,
and regeneration from its dominion. Our state in this life
after going throughk this process is imparted, as contrasted
with jmputed vighteousness., We are requested as disci-
ples to so live that sin shall not have dominion over us,
Here comes in the dispute over sanctifieation, Nomnan can
say T am sanctified and therefore cannot sin. Iis statement,
logical as it may scem, disproves ftsclf. The sanctitied man
is like the field, the tops whoese weed have been cut off, with
the roots Jeft in to sprout under the rain and sunshine, Lu-
ther said he was more 2fvaid of the pope instde than of the
Roman ecelesastic. 1 am more troubled over Munhall than
any of the neighbors, Secriplure shows us that the old man
in us was put to death as truly when Chrigt died as if we
had suflered,  On my unquestioning and continuous faith in
thig rests the real death of the old man in me, providing 1
yield myself to his will to do what he wishes of me. God
who.sives the sinner can keep him frem the domination of
¢in, Dr, Todge says: “If the will in its moral states {s
conformed to the law of God, the man_is without sin.”
Suanctification is accomplished by God, in Christ, through
the word ahd by faith, Justification of a penitent sinner
comes from in obedient taith; sanctifleation by the exercise
of a deflnite faith on one'’s condition,  Fhe rexults of sane-
tifieation are separation, loss of the love of the world, a for-

ness and fidelity of service to God. A long visage of sour
countenance is not sanctitication. A man who Is intutuated
with holiness gets infatuated with self. I want to be infat-
uated with the Son of God.  Unwearied zeal is what we
want, We want some cvinks Jike John the Baptist, We
want Red Sea deliverapee from the desert, an enteriug into
possession of the promised Iand, If you want the fit of
the lund, you must get at It, no mutter sbhout the encinjes
and obstacles.

Rev, Gro. F. PENTECOST said all seriptural truths s so
interlaced that we are apt to full into mistakes in separating
any one. We are never ty seek sanctitfteation auy more than
forgiveness, but Christ,  We are too much given te seeking
gifts, experiences, for themselves alone, What we want is
the great Giver. The others follow,  Sunctification comes
on identifieation with Christ. 1 have got through with
responding to professing complete sanctiftiention, as did
those who rose in nnswer to Dr, Munhall, So I did not rise.
If he had asked if [ wanted Cheist to dwell 2nome 1 should
have visen at onee.  Sanctifteation is the inward side of jus-
tfleation.  Sanctification Is the result of wnion in commu-
nion with Christ, also tho hope of Christ In return, ‘The
last Is the most powerful incentive to holiness, the mightiest
stimulus to sanetification that we have,  Paul at the end of
his caveer is a f_\'pc of the sanetifled man that we should
study.,  We shiould never seek sanctitication for self-gutlsfae-
tion,  LPower comes to the Chrlstian in proportion to his
Insulation from the world and to Christ, The result of
one’s ¢flerts I8 no measare of sanetitication,  We were
bought Gy the blood of Christ, and our services belong to
him.

Mr. Mooy safd: I suppose i good muny mein have been
troubled ovér sanetifteation,  I'd Jike to give you my short
cut in Just five words, *Be flled with the Spheit.”

M Wisttann, the College Seeretary of the Y, M, L A,
deseribed the clrenmstances attending the observance in
1876 of the day of prayer at Princeton, There, ns elsewhere,
the Christian workers in collvge expected o revival to hegin
on the day of prayer. ‘I'hey were going to have Moody to
help,  College-hoy 1ike they vesolved they wouldn't bungle
anything by eflorte of theiv own and waited for the evainge-
list.  Mr, Moody was providentiully called South, and by
tire advice of & few old spirits the hoys went to work them-
selves, with fruitful results, which only inereased when
Moady eame later. Eighty-two out of cighty-seven con-
verted then stood the test of Interiife, That §s one grand
feature of the college work., ‘fheve {s no place ke college
where it i§ 30 hard for a man to make a stund—<where ail
his little jnconsistencies will he pointed out unsparingly,
It is so hard for the boys to come that when they do come
they stay. Beyond these fudividual results; also came the
Intercollegiate Young Men's Christian Aseociation, ‘The
young converts felt that by rights they ought to break down
somewhat the strict “town and gown” relations which al-
svays existed at Princeton and join the village Younyg Men's
Christian Association.  After this wunion came the thought:
We compete with other colleges in athleties amd scholar-
ship; why not in Christiin work? At a convention in Lou-
isville an association was formed that to-day includes 195
colleges and 10,000 students, Just look at the men these
10,000 educated picked young men will reach.  The associ-
ation works in four wuys: by conventions, correspondence,
the circulation of documents giving ficts about the pro-
gress of work and personal visitation by the seeretary, 'The
couventions give a new life to the work and send back into
every vollege newly-conseerated men, We are also eudeay-
oring to establizh a system of Bible study, But the greatest
failure of all, perhaps, is the presentation of the niission
field both to medieal, divinity nud clussieal students, trying
to get them to help on the wonderful work begun in 1806 at
Willianms College when three young men held a prayer-
meeting under a hay-stack in a storm and chose the world
as their field. The diftieulty is that the young men to-day
are willing to go where the Lord ealls them if he doesn't
call them where they don't waut to go.  Lastly, we do indi-
vidual work, seeking to reach the freshmen as they come fn,
Phere is usually a committee on hand who greet the casily
recognized new nusuas he comes, give him acceptable infor-
mation on college customs, mnd espectally tell him that he
must join the Young Men's Christian Association, If the
new man is after any one thing, it is to join something, e
promises amd goes to the meetiug,  He tfinds it different
from any meeting he ever aftended in his life. The com-
puny is all men, young men, and men who can't exhaust any
one Bible subject and don’t exhaust the audience,  About
wminute is as long as they can speak. Plenty of singing
enlivens the meeting,  Our young comer thinks he can do
as well as that, wad in a moment more is on his feet, not
saying very muely, but doing what means « good deal more,
taking his stand tor Christ,

J. E K. Srepp said efforts were also made in English
universities to reach the freshmen, Bible-study classes were
held each Saturday; also daily prayer-meetings at Cam-
bridge. A few of the Christian workers at Cambridge and
Oxford join in conferences periodically.  An evangelist is
also called each fall. T'he Chureh of England docetrine is

Each of the Bible classes
holds &n after-session, a kind of prayer and conference meet-
ing, wherein much of tho most effective good is secured. The
church Is distinstively 2 “mission," laboring for the muases.
And all this it is doing by no single method, but by a vast
varioty ol exceedingly woll-organized and well co-ordinated
means and agencies. Its medical mission secms to mo to be
particularly well managed. The religious counsel given in
connoction with tho “free dispensary” is not given at the dis-
pensary, a8 {s commoaly done, while patients are impatiently
waiting for thelr turn, but by visiting committees, who call on
them at their homes. In the main audience room, un a recent
Sunday, there were prosent somewhat over 2,000.

The colporteur did not heed this
admonition, remained at his post, and sold all
tho 400 Bibles,

Brack HeBrews —One of the most re-
arkable peoples with whom missionaries
have to do are the Falashas of Ethiopia.
They ere black Hebrews, about 200,000 in
number, living west of Jordan, who have as
their holy writings the Old Testument in an
Ethiopie version, and who still rigidly adhere
to the Mosaic ceremonies and laws. They
are tho children of Hebrew immigrants, who,
in the time of the great dispersion, settled in
Abyssinia and marriod wives of that nation.
Riforts made during the last 200 ycars to con-
vert them to Christianity have proved un-
availing.

RELIGIOUS CONDITION OF FRANCE.

Numerienlly, Protostantism in- France is
vory wenk. Those competent to estimate
give the number as from 700,000 to 800,000,
This is fow for n country with thirty-six mil-
lions of inhabitauts. How muech more it might
have been but for the expulsion of the Hu-
guenots! Thero i, however, progress. In
1809, Mr. Recolin says there were only 150
pastors in France; and now, even after the
loss of Alsace, there are 870 pastors, of whom
85 belong to the Independent Churches. 1t is
also true that the Protestant minority occu-
ples an important position in public lite. In
overy department of human astivity Protest-
ants have acquired o distinguished place.

As to ecclesiastical organization, French
Protestants are divided into three groups—tho
Reformed Church, the Chureh of the Confes-
sion of Augsburg, and the various Independ-
ent Churehes. Tho Reformed Church is the
most considerable, comprehending abont 600,-
000 members. Its connection with the Stato
deprives it of the freo action that might ren-
der ils decisions oven more effective than
they now are. The Church of Augsburg Con-
fession hus lost three-fourths of its members
by tho annesation of Alsnce to Germany. It
counts about 80,000 adherents, with 90 pas-
tors. The Independent Churchesnumber from
16,000 to 20,000 members; the most numsrous
is the Union of the Free Evangelical Churches
with nbout ifty pastors.

These churches represent with cournge and
firmness tho prineiple of the independenco of
tho Church, but their direet influence is re-
strained by their numorical weakness. Tho
Mecthodist Church counts 30 vegular pastors
and abont 100 loeal preachers. The other
denominations, Baplists, ete., are of less -
portnnee. -dowrnal Religime,

It you protess to love Jesus, and deslro to
serve Him, will you givo this appeal your
prayerful consfderation? What has your pipe
or cigar done for you? *It has bheen a good
companion,” you say; “it helps me in many

- ways; wheu I am tired it refreshes me, when

I want to think out some dificult problem it
calms my brain and enables me to get through
my work. Idon't know what I would do with-
out my tobaceo,” Just sv, my dear friend,
you have become such a slave to your pips

- that without It you nro mniserable. Try to
give up smoking and see what n torrible strug-
gle 1t will ba. Should you, a Christian, be
undor bondago to such a habit?

- Havo you ever calmly considerad your posi-
tion as a smoker? You sayit isa very bad
thing for a boy to smoke; it ruins his herlth,
it oxcites his worst passions, and leads him
into ‘bad company. “It my boy smoked I
would thrash bim.”  What about your exam-
ple? Boys want to be men, and they think it
is manly to have a plpe fn their mouth. You
want to holp these boys; “Christ plensed not
Himself," so wont you give it up for their
sakes?

Think about the comfort of others! Every
one does not smoke. To many the smell of

“tobacco Is most unpleasant. I cannot walk
along tho street but I must inhalo the smoko
that comes out of the mouth of the man who
Is walking In front of me. I cannot go on the
top of a car but I am subjected to the sume
inconvenience. Often in the train a smoker
willcomo into a compartment fornon-smokers,

- light his pipa, and make everyone uncemfort-

able. But, you will say, you have the law in
your own hands. I know I havo; but I also
know what it sometimes costs even to suggest
such & thing. The majority of smokers are
seiflsh, and think only of their own comfort
and happiness. Should a Christian act thus?

Ancther consideration Is the expense of the
hablt. You will be ready to answer, What {s
that to you? Bub you are a Christinn. Did
vou ever take a note of how much your pipe

. eost you each year? Add it up. Don't be

afrald to face the question. One shilling a

week? Two pounds ten shillings & year!

That would buy you a 'suit of clothes! You

aln.a young man living at Lome; your father

may havo a struggle to keep things “straight”;
would that Afty shillings not bo a grent help ?

Your sister may find it difficult to get a new

dress, but you, a Christiun brothor, spend

ag much as would “rig” hor out, and it-has al}
gone off in smoke !

Do you know how much is speut i,
Unlted Kingdom every year on tobaceo and
snuff? £8,980,000!1 For the conversion of
the heathen the Christian world gives £1,050,-

_. 000; but smokers waate eight times that
~ amount on thelr own selfich gratifleation, I
want to ask you &8 & Christian young man—a
member of the church, I presume—do you
contribute as much for the support of your
congregation as you spend on tobaceo? Pon.
der this question well and ask God'’s grace
and guiddnce,

Are you & membor of the Y.M.C.A.? I
suppose a fourth of our memborship are
smokers. If they only spend sixpence a
weock each, their tobacco money would more
than support the whole work we do for tho
105,000 young men ot Glasgow. The money
oloment has much to do with You as a Chris-
tlan young man, and you are rosponsible for
the way you spend your money when thero is

such a loud eall for help both at home and
abrond.—Christian Leader.
